Positioning of bins
• Place bins at the curb the night before  
  collection
• Place bins with 60 cm ( 2 ft) of clearance 
   around each bin, handles facing the property 

• In winter, clear snow and ice from the lid 

• Return bins to the property promptly  
   after collection
